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Defregger or Not?

WeII of course, you say, this must

be a popular Franz von Defregger
scene. But is it really a Defregger?
The German artist Defregger was
born in the Tyrol in 1835, attended
several prestigious art schools, and
was famous for his scenes of every
day Tyrolean farm life. He died in

1921.

This painting was actually painted by
American artist Herman Richard
Kissner Dietz. Dietz was born in

Russia, June 24, 1860, and receivedN € ar
his first art lessons from his uncle. Jjust guessing as | do not have records

He left Russia in 1876 during a pe-
riod of political unrest, immigrated to

England, where he continued his art
studies for several years. He then left
for Australia where he became the
official artist for a government

sponsored expedition to New Guinea.
In 1889 he moved to San Francisco,
opened a studio and was actively
painting until the 1906 earthquake.

Painted in the style of the German
artist Franz von Defregger, this
Tyrolean farm scene by American
artist Herman Richard Kissner
Dietz has been in the Johansen
family for three generations

Unfortunately, many of his works
were destroyed. He died in Healds-
burg, California on Nov. 10. 1923.
This picture, along with five others,
was purchased by my great
grandparents in celebration of their
1896 wedding. My greajrandpa,
Peter Paul Knapik was a wéhown
and talented picture frame maker in
San Francisco. He was commis-
sioned by museums, churches, and
the San Francisco wealthy, among
others. He must have had his studio
